The borrowings were invested in group companies which are long term in nature; these strategic investments in Group Companies have potential
for capital appreciation. The management expects to generate positive cash flows. In the coming one year substantial portion of the existing borrowings are
maturing for repayment and the company initiated the steps to improve the liquidity position and has been in discussions with various lenders for rollover of
the existing facilities for a longer period. Also taken steps to monetize the subsidiaries’s assets which are in real estate sector and the company will continue
its efforts to recover the loans extended to group companies. With these efforts the liquidity position of the company will improve significantly. In view of
these steps, the financial statements are continued to be presented on going concern basis which contemplates realization of assets and settlement of
liabilities in the normal course of Business.

3. The audited financial results of the Company for the year ended March 31, 2019 have been reviewed by the Audit Committee in their meeting held on May 29,
2019 and approved by the Board of Directors in their meeting held on May 30, 2019.

4. DSCR represents profit or loss from operations before finance costs, exceptional items and tax expenses as divided by sum total of finance costs and
principal repayment of loan funds during the period. ISCR represents profit or loss from operations before finance costs, exceptional items and tax expenses
as divided by finance costs.

6. The Company has not created Debentures Redemption Reserve as per the provisions of Section 71 of Companies Act, 2013 in view of the accumulated losses.
